Rose is a direct descendant of the great conductor Cupertino de Menezes, and guitarist 
Manuel de Menezes – both legends in early Brazilian music.  In 2009 Rose Max became a 
six-time winner of the International Brazilian Press Award for the “Best Female Brazilian 
Singer Residing and Performing in the USA”.   
 
Ramatis began classical guitar studies at the age of seven and was performing professionally 
by age 12.  He has performed with some of the biggest names in Brazilian popular music 
and has been awarded the International Brazilian Press Award for the “Best Musical Producer 
of the Year” and “Best Musician Residing and Performing in the USA”.  He is also a 
successful songwriter, producer and arranger, currently signed to Warner Chappell 
Publishing.
