At the time this message was written, the federal govemment just published the “Framework for Opening
America” and daily meetings and discussions are taking place at all levels of government regarding the slow
and methodical reopening of businesses.

The Village of Pinecrest is responding to the coronavirus pandemic and working collaboratively with residents, members of the business community, non-profit
organizations, and other government entities o lead the community through this unprecedented event. This Coronavirus Special Issue of the Pinecrest Sun is part of
the Village's broad outreach efforts to disseminate timely and accurate information.

Just four days dfter the first COVID-19 related death was reported in the United States, on February 29, the Village published a new coronavirus resource and
information page on its official website and the Village Manager established a Coronavirus Task Force to begin coordinating the work of managing the crisis. On
March 12, just one day affer the first reported case of a positive test for COVID-19 in our county, the Village of Pinecrest declared a Local State of Emergency. That
declaration allowed Village leaders to activate the emergency operations plan, direct resources and make Village government more flexible to respond to the
emergency. Since then, school, facility and business closures have been instituted atlarge in Miami-Dade County.

Operations at the Village have shifted primarily to enforcement activities conducted by the Police Department and Building & Planning Department. The Village
government remains fully staffed and functional, with adjusted employee schedules and rotations as well as enhanced protocols to allow for the optimized safety of
all employees.

Village leaders remain committed to the core mission of sustaining a vibrant Village that builds a sense of community spirit and pride with fiscally responsible
government, the highest quality municipal services and infrastructure, a responsive and efficient staff, and innovative leaders who engage residents. Together, we will
get through this crisis.

The Pinecrest Police Department’s staff has the necessary equipment fo profect
themselves and others while continuing regular routine patrols of the Village and
responding fo service calls from citizens. The Village's @11 call center
implemented new protocols provided by the Miami-Dade Fire Rescue Department fo
assess a caller’s health. This information is then relayed fo a responding officer
fo ensure their safefy. Only Miami-Dade Fire Rescue units are responding to 911
medical calls.

Unfortunately, during times of crisis, criminals thrive by taking advantage of

vulnerable or desperate individuals. These scam artists employ various techniques,
including telephone calls, e-mails and online sites, fo commit fraud. If you see or
experience something unusual or that just doesn't feel right, question it. Contact
the Police Department to verify any claim an unknown individual is making
in-person, via the phone or online.

Here are some fips fo avoid being scammed:

Ignore offers for vaccinations and home test kits. Scammers are selling products
claiming fo treat or prevent COVID-19—none exist at this fime.

Beware of in-home visits or calls from individuals presenting themselves as
government representatives from the Department of Health [DOH), Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), Internal Revenue Service (IRS) or other
government entity.

Hang up on robocalls. Scammers use illegal sales to get your money and
personal information.

Waitch out for phishing e-mails and text messages. Do not click on links on
websifes, e-mails or fexts that are not from a trusted source and never provide
personal information. Phishing emails may mention the coronavirus, medical
supplies or claim to be from government, national or local health organization
in order to get users to open the message that unleashes malware.

Research before you donate. Do not let anyone rush you into making a donation.
Get fips on donating wisely at ftc.gov/charity.

Think twice before investing in companies who say they are working on a
coronavirus cure. Check official sources like the U.S. Securities and Exchange
Commission fo check its legitimacy.

Opportunity (DEQ) online application process, area libraries are providing
printed unemployment applications. The closest library that is providing
this service is the Coral Reef Branch at 9211 SW 152 Street. To find
additional participating libraries, please call 311.

Unemployment applications and refurn envelopes will be available
for pickup at tables outside the participating library enfrances from 8:00
a.m. to 7:00 p.m., seven days a week until further nofice. Return the
completed application in the sealed envelope by dropping it off in the
library location’s book drop. Applications will be picked up from the
book drops every day and delivered fo CareerSource South Florida
where trained staff will send them securely overight to the Florida DEO
in Tallahassee for processing.

Before filing, make sure you have the following documents available:

e Social Security number

e Driver’s license or State ID number

e Your employment for the last 18 months including for each employer:

* Name, address, and phone number

e First & last day of work

e Gross earnings [before taxes are taken out) during the listed dates

e Reason for separation

® FEIN numbser (this is found on any W2 or 1099 fax forms you have received)
